Congress leader Rahul Gan-
dhi on Saturday asserted that 
“the election system in India 
is dead,” claiming that a 
sample survey conducted by 
his party revealed over 20% 
of voters were “fake,” casting 
doubt on the integrity of the 
2024 Lok Sabha elections. 

Addressing the Congress' 
legal conclave, Gandhi elab-
orated on his previous accu-
sations against the Election 
Commission (EC), stating, 
"Out of 6.5 lakh voters, we 
found 1.5 lakh to be fake. It’s 
all documented; we obtained 
physical papers from the 
Election Commission.” 

Gandhi linked these al-
leged irregularities to the 
BJP's slim majority, suggest-
ing that if even 15 seats were 
rigged (with suspicions 
pointing to 70-100), the cur-
rent Prime Minister would 
not be in office. He vowed to 
prove that the Lok Sabha 
elections “can be and was 
rigged,” stating he now pos-
sesses “100 percent proof.” 

Despite warnings from his 
sister, Priyanka Gandhi 

Vadra, about “playing with 
fire,” Rahul Gandhi reiterated 
his commitment to challeng-
ing the “cowardice” of the 
ruling ideology. He also re-
jected the idea of being a 
“king,” emphasising his op-
position to such a concept. As 
some of his party members 
raised slogans of “Iss desh ka 
raja kaisa ho, Rahul Gandhi 
jaisa ho” (This country’s king 
should be like Rahul Gandhi) 
as he was about to start 
speaking, Gandhi told them: 
“No boss, I am not a king, nor 
do I want to become a king. I 
am against the concept of 
having a king.” 

Kharge on Veep: Congress 
President Mallikarjun 
Kharge used the platform to 
claim that Vice-President 
Jagdeep Dhankhar was 
"forced to resign" as Rajya 
Sabha Chairman. Kharge al-
leged that Dhankhar's inde-
pendent actions, including 
accepting a motion against 
two High Court judges, led 
the Centre to believe he was 
no longer under their con-
trol. Kharge also criticised 
Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi for his infrequent at-
tendance in Parliament, sug-

gesting fear as the reason. He 
accused the Centre of com-
promising national honour 
by not contradicting Presi-
dent Donald Trump's claims 
of mediating on India-Pakis-
tan issues.  Amid a row over 
the special intensive revision 
of electoral rolls in Bihar, 
Congress president Mallikar-

jun Kharge on Saturday al-
leged that the Election Com-
mission has become a 
"puppet" of Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi. 
‘No ammo in Rahul bomb’ 

 BJP leader Ravi Shankar 
Prasad on Saturday targeted 
Rahul Gandhi over his allega-
tions relating to the Election 
Commission, saying that they 
are waiting for the Congress 
leader to explode the ‘atom 
bomb’ he spoke of in relation 
to the poll panel and that the 
opposition leader is in the 
habit of making dramatic re-
marks. Rajnath Singh too 
strongly condemned Con-
gress leader Rahul's assertion 
of possessing an "atom bomb 
of evidence" proving "vote 
theft" by the EC in Bihar. 
Singh sarcastically dared 
Gandhi to "detonate it at 
once," reminding him of past 
unfulfilled threats.

Ahead of the sixth anniversary 
of the revocation of Article 370, 
People's Democratic Party 
(PDP) president Mehbooba 
Mufti on Saturday launched a 
strong attack on the BJP-led 
Central government, saying 
the policy to strip Jammu and 
Kashmir of its special status 
has "completely failed."  

Addressing reporters in 
Jammu on Saturday, Mufti 
said, "Six full years have passed 
since August 5, 2019. At that 
time, Jammu and Kashmir's 
special status was taken away, 
and Article 370 was revoked 
with the claim that everything 
would be fine in Jammu and 
Kashmir. But we have seen that 
the policy has completely 

failed."  
Mufti alleged that the inter-

nal situation in the region has 
deteriorated rather than im-
proved, pointing to ongoing se-
curity crackdowns. 

 She said, "Internally, the 
situation in Jammu and Kash-
mir is bad. For the past six 
years, arrests have been made 
daily. The situation in Jammu 
and Kashmir has become 
worse than before, although 

people are silent today. This is 
why our country has come into 
confrontation with Pakistan. 
What is Pakistan's stature? 
Their economy is not even a 
tenth of our economy, but 
today the whole world is com-
paring us with them."  

The former Chief Minister 
also criticised what she termed 
the BJP's "aggressive policy" 
and its broader impact on re-
gional diplomacy. 

"Unfortunately, the BJP has 
created such an atmosphere in 
the country that today all 
groups are saying, why did you 
agree to a ceasefire? This is the 
BJP's aggressive policy."  

In August 2019, the Central 
government, led by Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi, re-
pealed Article 370 of the Indian 
Constitution, effectively ending 
the special status given to 
Jammu and Kashmir and bi-
furcating the state into two 
Union Territories - Jammu and 
Kashmir and Ladakh. 

The restoration of statehood 
has been a key demand from 
the regional political parties in 
Jammu and Kashmir since the 
abrogation of Article 370 and 
the reorganisation of the er-
stwhile state into two Union 
Territories in August 2019.  
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Modi bets... 
Calling for a festive-season 
resolution, Modi urged 
citizens and traders to buy 
and sell only Indian-made 
products. “This is true service 
to the nation—and a tribute to 
Mahatma Gandhi,” he said. 

No pause... 
Some reports have suggested 
that Indian refiners (Indian 
Oil Corp, Hindustan Petro-
leum Corp, Bharat Petroleum 
Corp and Mangalore Refinery 
Petrochemical Ltd) have 
stopped buying Russian oil in 
the past week. India is the big-
gest buyer of Russian crude.  

ED makes... 
The case filed by the Enforce-
ment Directorate (ED) under 
the Prevention of Money 
Laundering Act (PMLA) 
stems from a November, 2024 
FIR of the Delhi Police Econ-
omic Offences Wing (EOW). 

The ED had on Friday 
launched searches at the com-
pany's three premises in Bhu-
baneswar and one "associate" 
entity in Kolkata. Agency 
sources alleged that the com-
pany was engaged in the ac-
tivity of issuance of "fake" 
bank guarantees against a 
commission of eight per cent. 

Rahul’s... 
The farm laws were intro-
duced in 2020. It is beyond 
comprehension how such a 
conversation could have even 
taken place.” He defended his 
late father’s character, calling 
him a “staunch democrat” 
who believed in dialogue and 
consensus, not intimidation. 
Rohan also accused Gandhi 
of indulging in a pattern of at-
tacking deceased leaders 
who cannot respond, recal-
ling a similar episode invol-
ving the late Defence 
Minister Manohar Parrikar. 

ATS forced... 
He said he was interrogated 
about Abhinav Bharat, the 
right-wing organization alleg-
edly linked to the blast, and a 
meeting at Raigad Fort where 
the accused had supposedly 
taken an oath to form a "Hindu 
Rashtra." According to the 
judgment, Joshirao testified:

Youths pull... 
As per the new rule, petrol 
cannot be dispensed to two-
wheeler riders not wearing 

helmets—a move aimed at 
promoting road safety. 

When Virendra Dhoulpu-
ria, a pump staff member, re-
fused to provide petrol to the 
two men as they weren’t 
wearing helmets one of the 
men pulled out a knife, 
threatened Virendra, and 
began hurling abuses. The 
other man then lit a match-
stick and threw it toward the 
fuel dispenser, creating a mo-
ment of chaos and fear. 

Deputy Commissioner of Po-
lice (Zone-1) Vinod Kumar 
Meena confirmed that a case 
under relevant sections of the 
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) 
has been registered. Based on 
the bike’s registration number, 
two suspects—Sanjay Kanoujiya 
of Govind Colony and Shafiq Ali 
of Dewas—were identified and 
later arrested. Police stated that 
the accused sustained injuries 
after falling while attempting to 
flee the scene. Further investiga-
tion is underway, including in-
quiries into the accused’s 
criminal background.  

HSRP must... 
The office of the Transport 
Commissioner has been 
asked to set up a team and 
launch a campaign. The 
dealers have been told that the 
vehicles without HSRP should 
not be provided with any ser-
vice. The directors of Pollution 
Under-Control Centre 
(PUCC) have been advised to 
issue certificates only to the 
owners of those vehicles 
which have HSRP. 

Clock... 
The Yogi Adityanath-led gov-
ernment sent a proposal for 
giving an extension to former 
chief secretary Manoj Kumar 
Singh, but the Central Gov-
ernment turned down the 
proposal. Afterwards, SP 
Goyal was appointed chief 
secretary of the state. 

Before this, although there is 
a Congress-led government in 
Himachal Pradesh, Chief Secre-
tary Prabodh Saxena was given 
an extension of three months 
on the state government’s rec-
ommendations. Similarly, the 
chief secretary of the BJP-led 
Odisha government, Manoj 
Ahuja, was given an extension 
of one year from January this 
year. Because of the Bihar as-
sembly election, Chief Secre-
tary Amritlal Meena is set to get 
an extension. Likewise, since 
Chief Secretary of Maharashtra 
Rajesh Meena has worked only 
for two months, he will also get 
an extension. Because the MP 
Chief Secretary  has worked 
only for 11 months, there are 
possibilities that Jain will get an 
extension. 

There are two points of 
view in the bureaucratic circle 
about Jain’s extension. A sec-
tion of officers says Jain is set 
to get an extension, but others 
feel everything depends on 
what Chief Minister Mohan 
Yadav wants. Jain was ap-
pointed as CS because of the 
Central Government’s wish, 
so the centre will take a deci-
sion on his extension.

A horrifying video has surfaced 
showing the moment a coffer-
dam, part of the Malana-I 
Hydropower Project in Hima-
chal Pradesh's Kullu district, 
collapsed amid flash floods.  
The incident, which occurred 
due to continuous heavy rain-
fall, triggered panic in the 
downstream areas of the dam. 

The breach led to a surge of 
water that swept away heavy 
machinery and vehicles sta-
tioned near the dam site, in-
cluding a hydra crane, a 
dumper truck, a rock breaker, 
and a camper or car. The viral 
footage shows the force of the 
gushing water tearing 
through the site, sending de-
bris downstream. 

B’deshi model 
used fake 
Indian docus 
to purchase 
properties

Bangladeshi model and actress 
Shanta Pal allegedly used fake 
Indian documents to jointly 
purchase properties in south 
Kolkata along with her live-in 
partner, a police officer said on 
Friday. 

Pal was arrested earlier this 
week, with fake Indian docu-
ments like Aadhaar card, ration 
card. Initial probe revealed that 
Pal allegedly used fake docu-
ments and entered into a "digi-
tal marriage" with the man, 
hailing from Andhra Pradesh. 
She arrived in Kolkata in 2023 
from Barisal, Bangladesh, using 
her Bangladeshi passport. 

"She brought along her 
friend and alleged partner, Ash-
raf, a resident of Andhra Pra-
desh, who works in the 
merchant navy. "The duo rented 
an apartment in Park Street and 
later moved to Golf Green, 
where they began living to-
gether. Shanta reportedly kept 
Ashraf's passport in her pos-
session. With the help of a local 
agent she allegedly forged 
multiple Indian identity docu-
ments, including ration card, 
Aadhaar card, voter ID, and 
PAN card," the officer said. 
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
