DHAKA  

Amid reports of vandalism at 
temples across 11 districts in 
Bangladesh, the President of the 
country's National Puja Celebra-
tion Council has assured that 
Durga Puja preparations are in 
full swing nationwide, with gov-
ernment advisors committing to 
robust security measures for the 
festival's smooth conduct. 

Bashudeb Dhar, President of 
the Council, shared these updates 
on Friday while speaking at the 
historic Dhakeshwari National 
Temple in Dhaka, the central hub 
for celebrations in the Muslim-
majority nation.  

"Since Mahalaya (September 
21), the Devi Paksha has started, 
and we are ready for celebrations. 
Throughout the country a total of 
33,355 pujas have been organised 
this year... We are currently at the 
Dhakeshwari National Temple. 
This is the central puja of Bangla-
desh... We are all ready to cel-
ebrate Durga Puja... This temple 
was vandalised twice after Inde-
pendence," Dhar told ANI. 

The five-day festival, com-
mencing on September 28 and 
concluding on October 2 with idol 
immersions, will feature beauti-
fully decorated pandals and rit-
uals across major cities in the 
country.  

Dhar highlighted recent chal-
lenges, noting that "last year, there 
were situations after August 5 and 
some temples were vandalised, 
but the government took strict 
action against the miscreants."  
Dhar revealed that the Council 
held a crucial meeting with the 
Home Advisor and other senior 
officials.  

"This year, vandalism occurred 
in 11 districts. We also held a 

meeting with the Home Advisor 
and other advisors... They assured 
us that they will take all necessary 
steps to ensure the safety of the 
puja celebrations," he said, em-
phasising heightened security at 
pandals and temples.  The main 
festivities will begin with Maha 

Panchami on September 27, fol-
lowed by Maha Shasthi on Sep-
tember 28, Maha Saptami on 
September 29, Maha Ashtami on 
September 30, and Maha Na-
bami on October 1, and cul-
minate with Bijoya Dashami on 
October 2.

In a searing rebuttal at the 
80th UN General Assembly, 
India delivered a strong con-
demnation of Pakistan Prime 
Minister Shehbaz Sharif ’s ad-
dress, accusing him of 
glorifying terrorism and 
peddling “ludicrous nar-
ratives.”  

Exercising India's right of 
reply, First Secretary Petal 
Gahlot from India’s Perma-
nent Mission to the UN dis-
mantled Sharif's claims, 
especially his portrayal of a 
“victory” following the re-
cent conflict. Gahlot asserted 
that Pakistan's military 
pleaded for a cessation of 
fighting only after Indian 
forces devastated multiple 
Pakistani airbases on May 10.  

“If destroyed runways and 
burnt-out hangers look like 
victory... Pakistan is welcome 
to enjoy it,” she mocked.  

Gahlot labeled the address 
“absurd theatrics” that can-
not conceal Pakistan's role as 
a hub of terrorism. She cited 
Pakistan’s recent action at 
the UN Security Council on 
April 25, 2025, where it 
shielded ‘The Resistance 
Front’, a Pakistan-sponsored 
terror group responsible for 
the massacre of tourists in 
Jammu and Kashmir. She 
also highlighted Pakistan's 
long history of duplicity, re-
calling its decade-long shel-
tering of Osama bin Laden 
and recent acknowledg-

ments by Pakistani ministers 
of operating terrorist camps.  

Furthermore, Gahlot 
pointed to senior Pakistani 
officials publicly glorifying 
terrorists slain during India's 
strikes on terror complexes 
in Bahawalpur and Muridke.  

Reaffirming India's zero-
tolerance policy, Gahlot 
stated that India will con-
tinue to exercise the right to 
defend its people and hold 
both terrorists and their 
sponsors accountable. She is-
sued a clear path for peace: 
Pakistan must immediately 
shut down all terrorist 
camps and hand over 
wanted terrorists.  

Gahlot concluded by reit-
erating that all outstanding 
issues between India and 
Pakistan must be resolved 
bilaterally, leaving no room 
for third-party interference.

UNSC fails to adopt resolution 
on Iran nuclear deal extension

The UN Security Council failed 
to adopt a resolution that 
would have extended the 2015 
Iran nuclear deal for six 
months to allow time for di-
plomacy.  The draft resolution, 
tabled by China and Russia, 
won four votes in favor and 
nine votes against, with two 
abstentions, failing to get the 
nine positive votes required for 
adoption, a news agency re-
ported. 

If adopted, the draft resol-
ution would have extended the 
nuclear deal between Iran and 
the six countries of Britain, 
China, France, Germany, Rus-
sia and the United States, as 
well as Security Council Resol-
ution 2231 that endorsed the 
deal, for six months, and 
would have prevented a "snap-
back" of UN sanctions against 
Iran. 

Friday's voting result was 
exactly the same as that on 
September 19 on a draft resol-
ution put forward by the Re-
public of Korea in its capacity 
as Security Council president 
for the month of September, 
which, if adopted, would have 
continued to provide sanctions 
relief for Iran. 

Algeria, China, Pakistan and 
Russia voted in favor of Fri-
day's draft resolution. Guyana 

and the Republic of Korea ab-
stained.  The remaining nine 
members of the Security 
Council voted against it. Brit-
ain, France and Germany -- 
the three European countries 
in the Iran nuclear deal, for-

mally known as the Joint 
Comprehensive Plan of Ac-
tion (JCPOA) -- claimed they 
triggered the snapback mech-
anism on August 28 by notify-
ing the Security Council of 
Tehran's "non-performance." 

Under Resolution 2231, the 
UN sanctions in place before 
the resolution's adoption 
would resume 30 days after 
the notification, unless the Se-
curity Council adopts a resol-
ution to decide otherwise. 

The September 19 draft resol-
ution to that effect failed. 
However, the legality of the 
three countries' move has 
been questioned as it has 
skipped the Dispute Resol-
ution Mechanism (DRM) pro-
vided for in the JCPOA and 
Resolution 2231. 

Under the JCPOA and Res-
olution 2231, the DRM has 35 
days to resolve the disagree-
ment.  A snapback can be 
triggered only after the DRM 
fails to resolve the issue.

‘SNAPBACK’ HITS ANXIOUS IRAN

The reimposition of United Nations 
sanctions on Iran—known as a 
“snapback” — is set to further 

cripple an already ailing economy, 
increasing hardship for ordinary Iranians. 
The rial currency is at a record low, pushing 
staple food prices like rice and meat out of 
reach for many families. The sanctions, 
triggered by France, Germany, and the UK 
over Iran's nuclear program and set to 
freeze assets and halt arms deals, come as 
many Iranians grapple with anxiety. Fears 

of a new military conflict with Israel or the 
US persist following recent strikes. Sina, a 
father of one, described this as the most 
challenging period of his life, stating, "our 
dreams are slipping away." Furthermore, 
activists are alarmed by a rising wave of 
repression, with reports of executions 
surging to a pace not seen in decades. This 
difficult combination of economic decline 
and political fear leaves the Iranian 
populace hungrier, poorer, and 
increasingly concerned about their future.

Iran recalls 
ambassadors  
Iran recalled its 
ambassadors to France, 
Germany, and the 
United Kingdom for 
consultations on 
Saturday, just before the 
reimposition of United 
Nations sanctions.The 
three European nations 
triggered “snapback” 
mechanism due to Iran's 
non-cooperation on its 
nuclear program. 
Starting Sunday at 0000 
GMT, the sanctions will 
resume, freezing Iranian 
assets, halting arms 
deals, and penalising the 
nation’s ballistic missile 
program. The recall 
signals Tehran's protest 
against the return of 
international penalties.

In Hiroshima, a Japanese NGO 
of atomic bomb survivors, the 
Peace Culture Village (PCV), 
honored Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi as a global voice of 
peace during the Vishwa Seva 
Pakhwada 2025. This event, 
celebrating the Prime Min-
ister's 75th birthday, was or-
ganized by the Indian 
Minorities Federation (IMF) in 
Japan on the 80th anniversary 
of the atomic bombings.  

PCV Managing Director 
Kenta Sumioka and survivor 
Toshiko Tanaka presented a 
Citation, which was received 
by IMF Convener Satnam 
Singh Sandhu, MP, and Co-
Founder Prof Himani Sood.  

The Citation acknowledged 
Modi's initiatives for world 
peace and his contributions to 
nuclear peace through policies 
like a voluntary moratorium 
on nuclear testing.  

His leadership reflects that 
humanity’s strength lies in dia-
logue, cooperation, and shared 
responsibility for a future free 
of nuclear weapons. Tanaka 
expressed inspiration from 
PM Modi’s willingness to work 
for global peace with Japan 
and his mantra of ‘Vasudhaiva 
Kutumbakam’.

BRICS FMs flay attack on Qatar, push for stronger Global South 
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Agencies 
NEW YORK  

Foreign Ministers of the BRICS 
grouping, meeting on the side-
lines of the 80th United Nations 
General Assembly (UNGA), is-
sued a strong joint statement 
condemning Israel’s recent 
armed attack on Qatar and cal-
ling for diplomatic resolutions 
across the Middle East and 

North Africa (MENA).  
Chaired by India’s External 

Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar, 

the group vehemently criticized 
the September 9 Israeli strike on 
Hamas leaders in Doha, describ-
ing it as a “flagrant violation of 
Qatar’s sovereignty” and a “grave 
breach of international law, in-
cluding the UN Charter.”  

The ministers stressed their 
commitment to upholding the 
rule of law, peace, and security, 

a stance particularly resonant 
for African and Global South na-
tions within the bloc.  

The BRICS foreign ministers 
also expressed grave concern 
over the persistent Israeli at-
tacks in the Occupied Palesti-
nian Territory and Gaza, noting 
the “unprecedented suffering” 
caused by destruction and fam-

ine.  They demanded an im-
mediate and permanent cease-
fire, the withdrawal of Israeli 
troops, the release of hostages 
and detainees, and unhindered 
humanitarian aid. The group re-
affirmed its support for Pales-
tine's UN membership and a 
two-state solution based on 1967 
borders.
